9. Shovel and/or fork

10.  Plastic tubs (Rubbermaid type) or other carrying containers (for hauling roots)

11.  Pruning shears

12.  Gloves and eye protection, rubber boots and old clothes

13.  12 plastic pots, each 10 to 14 inches in diameter

14.  About 2.5 cubic feet of potting soil

15.  1 pound of fertilizer, slow release type like Osmocote 18-6-12

16.  Hose and water source for rinsing rootstocks, wetting soil and filling pool

17.  6 foot kid wading pool (or other suitable waterproof containers)

18.  6' by 6' space in full sun (for pool)

19.  100 beetles (from WDNR or other supplier or field collected--see below)

20.  Aspirator(s) (for catching and moving insects--make yours or see below)

21.  Sleeve support system, such as clothes line(s), posts, etc. to support bags

22.  Heavy duty transportation for taking potted plants into the field

23. Posts for marking release site(s) and photo point

24. Release form filled out and mailed to WDNR
